Special mentions this month go to Craig Olsen who completed 3 laps of the Heritage Tralil
for the first in a very respectable 1:10:40, Darren Orr who had time to conduct some “Soil
Sample Testing” when he temporarily lost his back wheel and Phil Dupal who is back riding
after a lengthy stint on the sidelines.

Megan is obviously not showing any ill effects
of completing her first Ironman event in Cairns 3 weeks earlier. Her incredible fithess and
personal drive helped propel her around the gruelling Ironman course in 12:43:19 and finish
a very respectable 8" in her age group. She has brought this fitness base back to the MTB
track and is looking forward to the “friendly” competition. Humble pie could be on the menu
on a regular basis if she holds this form.

The Social class had just 2 riders this month. Justin Pascoe posted a competitive time and
his good form has probably got his father “running scared”. The challenge has been thrown
out!
